        Cheryl Orlando and Katie Gajeski will meet with Ann Molzahn of the Cudahy School District before the next meeting regarding consistent use of the ASQ screening tool and data sharing with the health department.   
        Cheryl Orlando provided an update on the “Light It Up Blue” (LIUB) initiative.   
        The City will light the following buildings blue; City Hall, Library, Fire Stations, water utility.   They are unable to light the Water Tower.    
        A banner will not be placed over Packard Avenue due to construction and the Arbor Day banner is in place through the first week in April.  The banner poles will not be in place after the first week in April due to the construction.
