1. ASQ Updates; 
The ASQ has been implemented at St. John Day Care with a cover letter, release of information form, and the tool being sent home to 12 families.  5 have been returned to date and more are anticipated.  Karen will send a request or remind parents to return the completed ASQ.  

        Cheryl Orlando and Katie Gajeski have met with the Cudahy School District representatives regarding consistent use of the ASQ screening tool and data sharing with the health department. The tool will be used consistently within the district for screening.  Use of the online tool and data sharing is to be determined and we are awaiting a response from the district.
 
	 The Cudahy Health Department submitted a request to Brad Holman from the Children and Youth with Special Health Care needs Program of Children’s Hospital of Wisconsin to be considered for funding to support electronic ASQ tool.  The funding has been approved and next steps to acquiring the online tool, installation of the tool, and implementation are underway under the guidance of Brad Holman and the Oak Creek Health Department which is already using the online version.

2. Discuss Breast Feeding action and plan                                                                                                                                  Cheryl Orlando has met with Jennifer Vaclav regarding breast feeding friendly space within the Cudahy Health Department.  WIC will provide the items needed; screen, chairside table, toys for siblings to be entertained, sign for door.  (We already have a rocking chair.)  The goal is to have this area in place by the end of December 2015.

The library has agreed to create a breast feeding friendly space but funds will need to be provided.  Katie Gajeski has funds available from the Health Department Maternal Child Health Grant to purchase the items needed.
Action Items:
· Cheryl Orlando will meet with Rebecca Roepcke, director of the Cudahy Family Library to determine what is needed to create the breast feeding friendly space and facilitate purchase of items.

A brief discussion was held regarding the process to become designated as a breast feeding friendly health department which also includes criteria that require outreach to businesses. The process has ten steps and takes time to meet to each of the specific criteria.  
Action Items:
· Katie Gajeski will determine if we should pursue the goal of becoming a breast feeding friendly community along with input from Jennifer Vaclav. 

3. Internet Safety Program
The Cudahy Police Department and Jay Fernandez, IT for the City of Cudahy will present information on internet safety for the Cudahy Community.  It was also suggested we include the police officers from the school district.  Topics to include 1.) What are the current apps children/people are using and what do we need to be aware of, and 2.) What strategies can parents/adults use to monitor or filter electronic devices, what are the signs of misuse to watch for, and what are the rules for children.  The goal is to have the presentation combined with a Community Block Watch meeting.  The group emphasized the need for PR for this event in as many avenues as possible.
