Aaron indicated he is familiar with a behavioral health specialist, familiar with addiction issues, should the Aurora speaker not be available. Four lock boxes have been purchased and two will be distributed at the forum. The need to monitor and adhere to time limits for panel participants to allow adequate time for question/answer session was discussed.  Additional speakers will be contacted in the weeks to come.

3. Discuss Healthy Brain/Dementia Friendly Communities Initiative.  The Cudahy Health Department was awarded a $2000 mini grant to support the implementation of the Wisconsin Dementia Care System Redesign Plan.   The grant requires health department review of A Tool Kit for Building Dementia- Friendly Communities, responding to an in depth questionnaire regarding the tool, and 2 key informant interviews.   Annette discussed briefly what being a dementia friendly community means and shared a summary page of this information.   The group agreed that a brief training at our next meeting would be helpful. Cudahy Demographic data was shared and the group was advised of the County health rankings website as a site to obtain helpful data for other initiatives.   Possible future activities may include surveys of key community agencies to assess their needs/concerns related to brain health and dementia, and training city departments and other agencies to become dementia friendly.
