Alderperson Schissel was absent and excused.  Also in attendance: Comptroller Williamson, City Accountant Bruce Schuknecht, Clerk/Treasurer Goss, and Mayor McCue.

Proper open meeting statement was read.

1.  Adjourn into closed session per sec. 19.85(1)(g) conferring with legal counsel regarding litigation or likely litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved.  

a) Discussion and appropriate action regarding most recent offer from Walgreens.

b) Discussion and appropriate action regarding claim for Donica Lintner.  MOTION BY PAVLIC, SECOND BY LITKOWIEC to adjourn to closed session.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.

2.  MOTION BY PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to adjourn closed session and reconvene in open session.  Motion carried unanimously.

3. Action on items discussed in closed session.  
a.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to accept the Walgreens assessment for 2006 of $3.3 million for both properties; a $2.9 million for 2007 for both properties and $2.8 million for 2008 for both properties for a total offer of $211,010.97.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.  

b. MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to accept the settlement regarding the Donica Linter matter as recommended by City Attorney Eberhardy.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.

4.  Discussion and appropriate action regarding designation of financial depositories for the City of Cudahy.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to make changes to Resolution 6387 approving financial depositories to include all FDIC insured institutions and insured credit unions as recommended by the City Attorney.  Motion carried unanimously.
5. Discussion and appropriate action regarding request for Permit Fee Waiver for Jeff Raab of Greater Milwaukee Electric.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. LITKOWIEC to deny request.  Motion carried unanimously.

6. Discussion and appropriate action regarding Milwaukee Area Domestic Animal Control’s Services Agreement.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to approve agreement.  Motion carried unanimously.

7. Presentation of 1st quarter financials by City Accountant Bruce Schuknecht.
8. 2010 budget updates were discussed at this time with discussion regarding the possibility of making appropriate cuts for 0% increase considering the cuts in State revenue sharing.
9. Discussion and appropriate action regarding establishing a vehicle-use policy was tabled .
10.Discussion and appropriate action regarding establishing credit card use policy was tabled..

11.Discussion and appropriate action regarding Resolution No. 6537 entitled “Resolution Opposing the Changes to the Prevailing Wage Law Included in Governor Doyle’s State Budget Proposal AB 75”.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to approve.  Alderpersons Mikolajczak, Otto and Pavlic voted “aye”.  Alderperson Litkowiec voted “no”.  Motion carried.

12.Discussion and appropriate action regarding the establishment of special assessment payment policy.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to draft resolution to establish the Special Assessment Payment Policy at 1% greater than the True Interest Rate on bonds and in the event that no bonds were issued to finance the project, the rate of interest shall be 1% greater than the average True Interest Rate on all bonds issued in the prior calendar year and if no bonds were issued in the prior calendar year, 1% greater than the current bond market rate of the City of Cudahy.  Motion carried unanimously.

13.Discussion and appropriate action regarding Ordinance 2265.2 entitled “An Ordinance to Repeal and Recreate Sec. 10.08 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Cudahy Pertaining to Chronic Nuisance Premises Cost Recovery Standards”  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to direct the City Attorney to draft the housekeeping ordinance.  Motion carried unanimously.
