Tuesday, April 7, 2009
ROLL CALL

Mayor Ryan McCue called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. The following answered, “present” to the roll call: Council Members Mikolajczak, Schissel, Otto, Litkowiec and Pavlic.  Also in attendance:  Police Chief Poellot, Clerk/Treasurer Goss, Fire Chief Posda, GM DPW Lange, Chief Inspector Loferski, Dir of Office Services Toms-Neary and City Attorney Eberhardy.

MEETING STATEMENT

The proper open meeting statement was read at this time. 
The following residents spoke before the Council:

· Richard Bartoshevic of 5962 S. Robert Ave. spoke regarding the Common Council agenda and the IcePort property.

· Anjanette Kaiser of 3327 E. Mallory spoke regarding why the sidewalk needs to be done; what the proposed interest rate will be; Whitnall Avenue resurfacing and why there are no proposed sidewalks on Barland.

· Mark Lee of 3208 E. Mallory Avenue asked about the Walmart and the Iceport land.

· Charity Woodall of 3633 E. Grange spoke regarding the denial of her claim for damages caused by clogged storm sewer.

· Keith Shank of 3360 E. Mallory stated that he lived on a corner lot and asked if there is some sort of break for the corner lot.

· Lorna Heather of 3341 E. Mallory spoke regarding the economic impact of a special assessment on property owners; environmental impact and questioned the need for sidewalks.

· Rachel Sirovina of 3250 E. Morris stated that the sidewalks will be right in front of her front door and will eat up most of her driveway.

· Michael Spring of 3305 E. Morris Ave. spoke regarding the difficult economic times for the residents and how these times are also advantageous for construction projects.  He backs the repaving of the streets but was not in favor of the sidewalks.

· Heidi Dauer of 5271 S. Whitnall Ave. stated that the street has never been taken care of.

· Dan Zielinski of 3239 E. Morris stated the neighborhood is an island and that foot traffic is minimal.

· Charlotte Surmer of 3232 E. Morris Ave. spoke regarding the difficult economic times and asked why there haven’t been any upgrades to the road over the years with tax money.

· Fay Purdy whose mother owns the home at 3360 E. Mallory asked for the project to be put on hold until the economy gets better.

· Kathleen Nadeau of 5444 S. Barland Avenue was not in favor of the sidewalk on Barland.

· Heather Elanch of 3433 E. Mallory asked where her tax dollars have been going.

· Irwin Goldberg of 6169 S. Illinois Ave. asked why he had to pay for his sidewalk repairs when the City owns the sidewalk. 

· Aaron Sirovina of 3250 E. Morris asked that the per cent and the quality of the existing road be addressed.

· Craig Kossow of 3315 E. Morris asked if a homeowner can’t pay up front, what will the City do to prevent foreclosure.

· Eleanore Olszewski of 5316 S. Barland stated that when she first built her home in 1964 she gave 12’ of her frontage for sidewalk and 30’ east and west for a street that never went through.  She also stated that it has never been resurfaced and that the percentage rate for payment to the City is outrageous.

· Jim Watson of 3250 E. Mallory stated that the telephone poles are in the area of the proposed sidewalk and asked if the City will come back at them in the future if the sidewalks are not done.

· Fred Hoffman of 3242 E. Morris stated that the plans show 20’ of grass between the road and the sidewalk placing the sidewalk right in front of the homes and taking away parking.

· Daniel Machalak of 3245 E. Mallory stated that the road needs replacement, but sidewalks are not needed.

· Darrin Nadeau of 5444 S. Barland stated that the street already is tight quarters and if it is narrowed, when cars are parked on the street emergency vehicles will not be able to pass through.

· Michael Spring of 3305 E. Morris spoke regarding the trucks storing snow and using Morris Avenue all of the time, going to fast and stated they never use Grange.

· Maribelle Ramos of 3302 E. Adams Ave. stated that they cannot afford the special assessment.

· James Hanna of 3356 E. Mallory asked if sidewalks and curbs would go in the 3400 block of Mallory towards Whitnall on the vacant land and in front of the businesses.

· Daniel Zielinski of 3239 E. Morris stated that the road is used by trucks because there is no pedestrian traffic.

· Nancy Kronenberg of 5344 S. Barland Ave. does not want sidewalks and asked that the percentage to pay back be lowered and installments be increased for payback on the road.

· Brian Holmes of 3917 E. Morris asked about paying for the street being precedent setting and wanted to know why we should upgrade the road to support semi trucks.

· Dave Wagner of 3233 E. Morris asked for the manholes to be raised for an overlay.  He stated it would be quicker, cleaner and cheaper.

· Aaron Asselin of 3319 E. Mallory spoke against the road and sidewalk.

· Jennifer Asselin of 3319 E. Mallory stated that she will not be able to navigate if there is road construction.

The Council at this time voted by unanimous consent to move Item Number 1 of New Business to the beginning of the agenda.
