ROLL CALL

Chairman Harry Savagian called the meeting to order at 6:34 PM with the following members present:  Harry Savagian, Will Kaszuba, Kathy Wojtysiak, Jim Hooper, Neil Jensen and Randy Pfeifer.  Glen Walters was absent and excused.  
OPEN MEETING STATEMENT

The proper open meeting statement was read.

Notice was given that petitioners will be given 10 minutes to make a presentation in support of their request before the Board.  The supporters, if any would like to be heard, shall not exceed 20 minutes.  All petitioners shall step up to the microphone and identify themselves and give their addresses before speaking.  At the conclusion of statements from the audience the Board of appeals shall deliberate in open session toward a decision.  Only members of the Board shall speak at that time and no further comments from the public shall be allowed.
APPEAL NO. 1:  To hear the appeal of Cory & Therese Holland for property located at 3706 E. Bottsford Avenue.
Type or Building Use: Single Family Residential   Zoning: RS-2 Key No: 589-0066
Lot Size: 45’ x 120’  

Requested Variance:  To add roof covering over porch deck on home.  Roof covering to be 8’ x 25’.  Construction would meet all building codes and requirements.  Design to reflect similar homes and ages from that era. 
The reason for denial of approval/permit is as follows:  

Cudahy Municipal Code Sec: 17.0305F Setback and Yards:

(1) There shall be a minimum setback of 25 feet from the street right of way.  Owner is proposing a covered porch addition to be 19’4” from south or front property line.  Variance of 5’8” is being requested.

Cory Holland appeared before the board to present his case.  He stated that they would like to add a roof/covering over existing porch.  At one time there was a cover and they would like to restore it to what it was years ago.  He presented plans and pictures showing what porch would look like and stated that it will not be enclosed and is an open air porch.

Timothy Jace, neighbor of Cory Holland, spoke in support of the project and said it would be a nice addition to the neighborhood.

MOTION MADE BY KATHY WOJTYSIAK, SECOND BY JIM HOOPER to approve variance as requested.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPEAL NO. 2:  To hear the appeal of Kenneth Klazura for property located at 2110 E. Eaton Lane.

Type or Building Use: Single Family Residential   Zoning: RS-2 Key No: 683-0155

Lot Size: 93’ x 92’  

Requested Variance:  Proposing 8’ high walls and roof extension over patio cover.

The reason for denial of approval/permit is as follows:  

Cudahy Municipal Code Sec: 17.0504:

A (1)(b) The maximum shed wall height shall not exceed 6 feet.

17.0504A(1)(d)1: A shed shall not exceed 150 square feet.  Owner is proposing a 8’ high wall and a roof extension as a patio cover creating an additional 50 square feet of covering space.  Owner is requesting an approximate 12 foot addition onto existing garage whereby the total square footage would exceed that allowed by 145 square feet.

Ken Klazura appeared before the Board to present his case.  He presented a letter from a neighbor stating that the neighbor was OK with requested variance.  He would like to have the cantilevered roof so he can sit out at night and utilize space for protection from elements and add to the appeal of the shed.  He would like to have the walls of the shed 8’ high so there would be ample head room to utilize overhang.  Roof height would be 10’.

MOTION MADE BY NEIL JENSEN, SECOND BY RANDY PHEIFER to approve variance as requested.  On the roll call vote, Will Kaszuba, Kathy Wojtysiak, Randy Pheifer, Neil Jensen and Harry Savagian voted “aye”.  Jim Hooper voted “no”.  Motion carried.
