2. MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. SCHISSEL to adjourn into closed session per sec. 19.85(1)(c)(e), and (g) Wis. Stats. To discuss employee compensation issues, labor agreement negotiations, pending grievances and litigation and likely litigation, employee disciplinary matters and issues related to same for all bargaining units: a) Director of Office Services Job Description. b)  City Clerk request for reimbursement of legal fees.  c)  Salary and fringe benefits for non-represented personnel i.e. department heads. d)  Fire Arbitration update. e) Fire Contract.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.

3. MOTION BY ALD. SCHISSEL, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to adjourn closed session and reconvene in open session.  Motion carried unanimously.

4. Discussion and appropriate action on items discussed in closed session.  There was no action taken on item (a).  

MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to table City Clerk request for reimbursement of legal fees.  Motion carried unanimously.  

MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to increase wages by 3% for non-represented employees as listed effective December 31, 2009.  On the roll call vote, Alderpersons Mikolajczak, Otto and Litkowiec voted “aye”.  Alderpersons Schissel and Pavlic voted “no”.  Motion carried.

MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to pay fire union employees back pay from January 1, 2007 to present based on that portion of the proposed contract with the Fire Union.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.
