
MINUTES OF THE CITY OF CUDAHY TRAFFIC AND SAFETY COMMISSION HELD IN THE CITY OF CUDAHY, WISCONSIN MUNICIPAL BUILDING, 5050 S. LAKE DR. ON

Wednesday, February 18, 2009
ROLL  CALL
Meeting called to order at 6:00 PM by Ald Schissel with the following answering present to roll call:  Ald Schissel, Mary Jo Lange, Police Chief Poellot, Carl Hepp, Kenneth Peck, Erwin Bud Bessler, Donald Jensen and Frank Stanaszek.  Also present were city Clerk/Treasurer Goss and Attorney Eberhardy.

OPEN MEETING STATEMENT

The proper open meeting statement was read.

1) Discussion and appropriate action concerning the possibility of posting a NO PARKING sign on the street leading to the Cudahy Sr. High School parking lot (Pulaski Avenue).  It has been observed that employees of the Sheridan Restaurant have been parking on that road causing a thinning of the road, and making it very hard to maneuver the street, especially with the snow.  Seven affected citizens were present and spoke before the Commission.  MOTION BY CARL HEPP, SECOND BY FRANK STANASZEK to provide for limited “No Parking” on the North side and “No Parking” for the first 50 feet on the South Side.  Motion carried unanimously.
2) Discussion and appropriate action on the request of Cudahy School District to Install “Yield to Pedestrian” sign at the pedestrian crossing on Lake Drive at Somers Avenue. MOTION BY DONALD JENSEN, SECOND BY CARL HEPP to install yield sign on S. Lake Drive at Somers Avenue per the recommendations of Director of Public Works Mary Jo Lange.  Motion carried unanimously.
3) Discussion and appropriate action on various parking issues in Cudahy including but not limited to, permissions, costs of parking permits, possibility of having an annual parking permit available to citizens that would give a cost savings, and the fee structure of parking tickets.  Attorney Eberhardy spoke before the Commission and Police Chief Poellot presented information regarding comparisons with other communities on parking and permitting issues.  They recommended doing a request for proposals for a parking vendor for a tickets system.  MOTION BY DONALD JENSEN, SECOND BY CARL HEPP to recommend that a Request for Proposals be done to find Account Management services for the City of Cudahy’s parking ticket system.  It was also decided that a special team would be formed to go over ideas in regards to parking permissions, parking ticket costs, parking permit costs, etc.  That team will then bring their recommendations to the Traffic and Safety Commission.  The team will be made up of at least 2 members of the Traffic and Safety Commission, a representative (or 2) from the Police Dept. and perhaps Jill Santi.  Motion carried unanimously.
