1) Discussion and necessary action regarding sworn complaint filed with the City Clerk requesting a hearing on the suspension, revocation or non-renewal of “Class B” Intoxicating Liquor and Class “B” Fermented Malt Beverage Licenses of Cristie L. Bonchek located at 3800 E. Layton Avenue (Thirsty Moose).  Cristie Bonchek and Attorney Alan Eisenberg  appeared before the Committee and the hearing proceeded with a break from 9:20PM to 9:30PM.  Closing statements were then given by both sides. 
2) MOTION BY RICHARD HASKE, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to adjourn into closed session per sec. 19.85(1)(g) conferring with legal counsel for governmental body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.

3) MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY RICHARD HASKE to adjourn closed session and reconvene in open session.  Motion carried unanimously.

4) MOTION BY RICHARD HASKE, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK that based upon the fact that the Rules, Laws & License Committee finds that violations in the complaint have been proven and that the licensee keeps a disorderly or riotous establishment, and that the Committee will draft Findings detailing their decision, the Committee recommends  to the Common Council that the Class B Combination Liquor License of Cristie Boncheck operating at the Thirsty Moose located at 3800 E. Layton Avenue be revoked and that the revocation commence 14 days from the date of Council action.  Motion carried unanimously.

5) MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY RICHARD HASKE to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously.
