Tuesday, January 6, 2009
ROLL CALL

Mayor McCue called the meeting to order at 7:10 PM. The following answered, “present” to the roll call: Council Members Mikolajczak, Schissel, Otto, and Pavlic.  Also in attendance:  Clerk/Treasurer Goss, City Dept. City Comptroller Williamson, Health Director Wantuch, Dir. of Office Services Toms-Neary, City Engineer Lange, Police Chief Poellot, Building Inspector Loferski and City Attorney Eberhardy.

MEETING STATEMENT

The proper open meeting statement was read at this time. 
Richard Schuster of 5719 S. Robert Ave. spoke before the Council regarding dated minutes and new business item 5.
Irwin Goldberg of 6169 S. Illinois Ave. spoke regarding office for Dir. of Economic Development and regarding installation of glass.

ADOPTION OF MINUTES:

MOTION MADE BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to reconsider motion made at the December 16, 2008 meeting for referral to Finance Committee of request of Public Health Director Wantuch regarding Cudahy becoming fiscal agent for the Preparedness Consortium as enough information has been presented to the Common Council for them to address the issue.  Motion carried unanimously.

MOTION BY MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to adopt the following minutes as listed: 
1. Minutes of the meeting of the Common Council held December 16, 2008 with approved reconsideration.

APPROVAL OF CLAIMS

MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to approve the claims in the amount of $1,168,546.64.  Motion carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:  
1.) Discussion and appropriate action regarding Request for Proposal for the demolition and proper disposal and site restoration at various locations.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to approve Request for Proposal.  Motion carried unanimously.
2.) Discussion and appropriate action regarding request of Cudahy Historical Society for waiver of Special Assessment.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to approve request to waive special assessment based on past practice.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.

3.) Discussion and appropriate action regarding the consideration of an engagement proposal from Ehlers & Associates for TID 1 amendment to allow expenditures within ½ mile radius of existing district.  The Mayor explained that the TID boundaries will not be expanded, but this move will allow the TID to expend money outside the district but only within the ½ mile radius.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to approve proposal from Ehlers & Associates.  Motion carried unanimously.

4.) Discussion and appropriate action for an amendment to the Professional Services Agreement with AECOM (Earth Tech) for the design of a practice softball diamond in Sheridan Park as part of the Northeast Storm Sewer Project.  Superintendent Lange explained that Milwaukee County Department of Parks cannot get to finishing the design which will hold up the project.  If the Common Council approves AECOM’s amendments, they can get it designed and out for bids by the end of January or early February.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to approve amendment with AECOM. Motion carried unanimously.

5.) MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to take agenda item #7 out of order at this time.  Motion carried unanimously. Discussion and appropriate action regarding glass at city Hall counters.  Extensive discussion took place at this time.  MOTION BY OTTO, SECOND BY PAVLIC to close debate.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Otto to postpone indefinitely died for lack of 
second.  MOTION BY MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to not install glass at the City Hall counters.  On the roll call vote, Alderpersons Mikolajczak, Otto and Pavlic voted “aye”.  Alderperson Schissel voted “no”.  Motion carried.

6.) Discussion and appropriate action regarding creation of office space for the new Director of Economic Development with a cost not to exceed $7,500 of which 80% will be paid for by TID funds and 20% from the debt reserve fund. After lengthy discussion MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to approve.  On the roll call vote, Alderperson Mikolajczak voted “aye”.  Alderpersons Schissel, Otto and Pavlic voted “no”.  Motion failed.

7.) Discussion and appropriate action regarding the restructuring and individual makeup of the Licensing Committee.  MOTION BY ALD. SCHISSEL, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to accept the restructuring and makeup of the License Committee and adopt Ordinance No. 2316.  Motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS

1.) Discussion and appropriate action on the Milwaukee County/Waukesha County Emergency Preparedness consortium Fiscal Agent Contract:  City of Cudahy. After lengthy discussion MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to approve Cudahy as fiscal agent for the Milwaukee County/Waukesha County Emergency Preparedness consortium and direct City Attorney to prepare Resolution for next meeting.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.

MAYOR UPDATES

Director of Economic Development, Lara Fritts will be starting January 12, 2009 and will be at 20/20 Comprehensive Steering committee on January 7, 2009.
Inspector Loferski is working on RFP for razing of the Ice Port one of two ways.  One is to just remove the structure and the other is to remove the structure as well as the footings.

Partnership with Milwaukee County regarding IT needs.

Report on Commission/Committee banquet scheduled for February 12, 2009.

Reminder regarding Special 4th District Election on January 20, 2009.

ALDERPERSON UPDATES

Ald. Mikolajczak welcomed citizens who attend the meetings.
Ald. Otto spoke regarding possible combined effort between the City and the Library for a possible trust fund for post employee benefits which will be taken up at a future Finance meeting.  Ald. Otto also spoke regarding filing of complaint for revocation or nonrenewal of liquor license.

Ald. Otto also stated that he appreciated the efforts of Ald. Pavlic in taking over as Chairman of the Personnel Committee.
DEPARTMENT MANAGERS – UPDATES

Police Chief Poellot reported that he will now be able to do his job as Chief of Police regarding Thirsty Moose once he is no longer a member of the License Committee.  He stated that he is requesting being placed on the next Common Council agenda regarding reimbursement for the cost of enforcement at the Thirsty Moose by the owner of the property.  He also stated that he intends to file a complaint as the Chief o Police against the Thirsty Moose with the City Council.
City Clerk/Treasurer spoke regarding plowing procedures, salt supply and ticketing of residents for non-removal of snow.
