MONDAY, July 27, 2009 

ROLL CALL

The Meeting was called to order by Ald Mikolajczak at 6:30 P.M. with the following answering “present” to roll call: Ald Mikolajczak, Ald Otto,  Willie Lohr, Jack Puetz.,  Steve Vandervest., and Mary Jo Lange
Also present was Economic Development Director Lara Fritz, Intern Harry Wajolowski &  Clerk Robert Goss.
Proper open meeting statement was made at this time.
The minutes of the June 22, 2009 meeting were approved. Motion made by Member Lohr seconded by Puetz.  All voted in favor.

Old Business
Discussion and Appropriate Action Regarding the Sidewalk Cafe’s in Public Right of Way, Permit Application and Fees.

This item was held over from the June 22nd meeting to address questions the Board had.  Economic Development Director, Lara Fritz addressed question from the Board regarding the permit application.  Board main concern was the café’ permit should be given to serve food not alcohol. Permit revisions to include hours the sidewalk café’s can operate, hours that alcohol can be served & the percent and type of food served.  Members agreed that permit fee of $250 per season with $1000 bond is reasonable.  Mark Otto questioned whether a person holding a liquor license would have to stipulate the serving of alcohol for sidewalk café’s on their permit.  Member Lohr made motion to approve with the following changes:  Applicant must have 51% or more in gross food sales, stop serving by 8:30 p.m. and area has to be cleared by 9:00 p.m. for the health & welfare of the public.  Permit to include 5’ clear space for public sidewalk.  Anyone interested should apply by April 1st.  Board would also like applications brought to them before issuance.  Board requested that revised permit be brought back to them for final review and approval.  No action taken.

NEW BUSINESS
Discussion and Appropriate Action Regarding the Award of the 20009 Concrete Patch Project # 2812.
Motion made by Member Lohr and seconded by Puetz to recommend the award of the 2009 patch contract to Zenith Tech in the amount of   198,395, with a 15% contingency.  All voted in favor.
Discussion and Appropriate Action regarding the 5-year Street Improvement Program.
No action taken on this item.

Discussion and Appropriate Action Regarding the Verizon generator easement at the City’s DPW garage.

Director of Public Works Lange stated that the easement has been sent back to Verizon for changes and it is not ready to discus.  She suggested that the item be held until the City Attorney and she review it.  No action taken.

Update on Sidewalks at People’s Credit Union and Dad’s Taylor Shop.  Paul Burkhardt, representing People’s Credit Union discussed issues with the sidewalk along the side of his building and his displeasure that only a small portion would be fixed this year and the remainder done as part of a larger project in 2010.  Director Lange instructed the Board that the City would patch a tripping hazard and replace a section of concrete that settled near the corner of the building.  Lange stated that it would be very expensive to do it all at this time and most of it may have to be ripped up because it would not match into the work in 2010.  Lange also instructed the Board that the sidewalk the Mr. Burkhardt wants removed and replaced would be at his cost since the City’s assessment policy requires property owners to pay for sidewalk replacement.
Update on Construction Project.  
Lange gave the Board a quick update on the projects.
Motion to adjourn made by Puetz seconded by Lohr.
