The Mayor reported that the City is applying for Community Block Grant Funds and a public hearing has been scheduled.  He stated that he will be recommending the normal amount to Project Concern, the normal amount to Interfaith, the normal amount to the Community Block Watch and the rest to go to ADA improvements throughout the community.  Ald. Otto stated that if anything were to be done it would be part of the capital plan.  He suggested laying over until the Mayor gets the capital plan for Council approval. Alderperson Schissel stated that she thought there was money available to fund the ADA projects.  The Mayor explained that there is money left over from prior budgets and from the revolving permanent improvement fund to fund the ADA projects.  If it is approved that money is taken from the revolving permanent improvement funds then Community Development Block Grant funds would not be needed for the projects.  Ald. Pavlic stated that the City should go out and get three bids so the City knows how much money they would need to borrow for the project.   MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to lay this item over.  On the roll call vote, Ald. Mikolajczak, Otto and Litkowiec voted “aye”.  Ald. Schissel and Pavlic voted “no”.  Motion carried.
