ROLL CALL

Chairman Harry Savagian called the meeting to order at 6:40 PM with the following members present:  Harry Savagian, Will Kaszuba, Kathy Wojtysiak, Glen Walters, Randy Pfeifer and Neil Jensen.  Jim Hooper was absent and excused.  Alternate member Randy Pfeifer will be voting.
OPEN MEETING STATEMENT

The proper open meeting statement was read.

Notice was given that petitioners will be given 10 minutes to make a presentation in support of their request before the Board.  If supports present would like to be heard, they shall not exceed 20 minutes.  All petitioners shall step up to the microphone and identify themselves and give their addresses before speaking.  At the conclusion of statements from the audience the Board of appeals shall deliberate in open session toward a decision.  Only members of the Board shall speak at that time and no further comments from the public shall be allowed.
APPEAL NO. 1:  To hear the appeal of Randy Schock, 3931 E. Dale Ave.

Type or Building Use: Single Family Residential   Zoning: RS-2    Key No:  678-0357

Lot Size: 60’ x 120’ 

Requested Variance:  1) lack of egress, short in one dimension per code by 2 ¾”.  2) lack of natural light and ventilation, existing windows provide 13.54 sq. ft. of glass and 6.71 sq. ft. venting.  

The reason for denial of approval/permit is as follows:  

Cudahy Municipal Code Sec: 14.08 “Adoption of Codes.  Comm 21.03(6) windows used for exiting (b).  The nominal size of the net clear window opening shall be at least 20 inches by 24 inches irrespective of height or width”.  Window does not meet egress requirements.
Comm 21.05 Natural Light and Ventilation (1) Natural Light.  All habitable rooms shall be provided with natural light by means of glazed openings.  The area of the glazed openings shall be at least 8% of the net floor area.

(2) Ventilation.(a) Natural Ventilation.  Natural ventilation shall be provided to all habitable rooms by means of openable doors, skylights or windows.  The net area of the openable doors, skylights or windows shall be at least 3.5% of the net floor area of the room.  Balanced mechanical ventilation may be provided in lieu of openable exterior doors, skylights or windows provided the system is capable of providing at least one air change per hour of fresh outside air while the room is occupied.  Infiltration may not be considered as make-up air for balancing purposes.

Owner constructed 2nd floor room without building permits.  Room lacks natural light and ventilation and egress requirements.

Mr. Randy Schock, owner of the property, appeared before the Board.  He stated that the house is lannon stone and he could not get any larger windows in the openings.  He noted that the contractors will not guaranty roof windows because they leak.  Mr. Schock stated that he has paid fines and all of the work has been OK’d by the City.  He just needs this variance approved to get the permit.
