OLD BUSINESS

1. Discussion regarding Legal Opinion from City Attorney regarding Mallory/Morris Area Public Hearing – Intent to Exercise Special Powers, Wi. Stat. 66.0703.  City Attorney Eberhardy summarized the opinion presented to the Council.  He was asked whether the proper preliminary resolution notifying the public of the City’s intent to exercise its power to levy special assessments had been properly satisfied.  His legal opinion to that question was that Resolution 6535 did just that.  Lengthy discussion ensued at this time.
2. Discussion and appropriate action regarding Mallory/Morris improvement project regarding sidewalks.  Ald. Otto stated that on April 7, 2009, his interpretation was that the Council gave their word that they would not install sidewalks.  If the council decides to install sidewalks now, he felt that they are breaking their word.  He stated that the people in this area have been through a messy, disruptive watermain project.  Now, he stated that the residents of that area are being asked to go through a storm sewer project.   When that is done, they are going to go through a street reconstruction project and on top of that next year they will have to go through the installation of sidewalks which the majority of the residents do not want.  He stated that the timing is bad and the sidewalks don’t go anywhere.  He stated that the residents need a financial break and a break from dealing with construction in the area.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. SCHISSEL to approve Mallory/Morris street reconstruction project to include curbs, gutter, and sidewalks with installation of sidewalks upon completion of road.  On the roll call vote, Alderpersons Mikolajczak, Schissel and Litkowiec voted “aye”.  Alderpersons Otto and Pavlic voted “no”.  Motion carried.
3.  Discussion and appropriate action regarding decision on who pays extra cost for concrete pavement – Morris/Mallory.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to have City pay difference of $28,753.00 between concrete and asphalt pavement.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.
