ROLL CALL

The Meeting was called to order by Ald Mikolajczak at 6:30 P.M. with the following answering “present” to roll call: Ald Mikolajczak, Ald Otto,  Willie Lohr, Jack Puetz.,  Steve Vandervest., and Mary Jo Lange
Also present was Public Works Foreman Al Hendrickson, Clerk Robert Goss.
Proper open meeting statement was made at this time.
The minutes of the May 18, 2009 meeting were approved. Motion made by Member Otto seconded by Lohr.  All voted in favor.

Discussion and Appropriate Action Regarding the Sidewalk Cafe’s in Public Right of Way, Permit Application and Fees.

The Board was presented with a copy of a permit application, standards and fee amount that is intended to be used to facilitate requests by businesses that want to use the street right of way for serving food and drink.  The Board as a whole had concerns relative to allowing use of the right of way for the sale of liquor.  They felt an ordinance should be created or wanted staff to find out if there is an ordinance regarding the use of liquor in the right of way.  They also had concerns about the small amount of actual space that is available and didn’t want any encroachment of the public sidewalk.  Member Lohr suggested that they be required to fence the area off.  Board also wanted to review and approve each application.  They were ok with the fee.  Board had many questions so a motion was made by Member Lohr to refer it to Rules, Laws & Licensing with a recommendation that as long as there is no obstruction of the public sidewalk, the area impacted is fenced off to the public and that each application is reviewed and approved by the Board of Public Works.  After it goes to Rules, Laws & Licensing, the application should come back to the Board of Public Works for final approval before going to the Common Council.  Vandervest seconded the motion.
Discussion and Appropriate Action Regarding WE /energies Request for Reduction in Storm Water Fee at their Substations

Lange asked that this item be discussed at a future meeting as the engineering staff is not prepared to recommend anything at this time.

Discussion Regarding Budget Reduction Measures and Fee Increases for Public Works Services for 2009 and 2010
Lange informed the Board members that the City is experiencing the same financial shortfalls that other communities are having.  Revenues from interest income and permits are down substantially.  There is a budget shortfall projected for 2009 and for 2010.  The Mayor has asked that all departments prepared an outline of ways the City can decrease cost and or increase revenues to pay for services.  Lange stated that she has met with the entire staff in DPW and they have come up with several options.  Lange stated that she would like the Board’s input and that she hopes to bring specifics on the items listed back to the Board for their approval.  This item was just for discussion only. 
Motion to adjourn made by Lohr seconded by Puetz.
