Tuesday, June 30, 2009
ROLL CALL

Mayor Ryan McCue called the meeting to order at 7:10 PM. The following answered, “present” to the roll call: Council Members Mikolajczak, Schissel, Otto, Litkowiec and Pavlic.  Also in attendance:  Clerk/Treasurer Goss, Dir. of Econ. Dev. Fritts, Comptroller Williamson, Accountant Schuknecht, Dir. Office Ser. Toms-Neary and City Attorney Eberhardy.

MEETING STATEMENT

The proper open meeting statement was read at this time. 
A moment of silence was observed in honor of former Council Member Ken Widowski who passed away.

At this time Cudahy’s 2010 Junior Miss Rachel Bzdawka was presented with a Resolution from the Common Council congratulating her upon her title.

Dennis Broderick of 3867 E. Allerton spoke in favor of transferring the block grant funds to the Kohl’s site.

MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to approve claims in the amount of $1,341,452.70.  Motion carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:  
1. Discussion and appropriate action regarding reallocation of $60,152 from past Community Development Block Grant Funds from the ADA bathroom project to the Kohl’s Food Store site.  Director of Economic Development Fritts explained that the City could lose the Community Development Block Grant funds if they are not expended by August 31, 2009 and that the blighted area is an approved use for the funds.  She also reviewed the Principals of Public Investment that was just adopted by the Council.  The current project at the Kohls site would go over those approved amounts and that is why the CDBG funds were suggested for a transfer.  David Glazer representing the Rosebud Development spoke before the Council regarding their plans for the renovation of the former Kohl’s Food Store building.  Lengthy discussion ensued regarding the need to do the ADA remodeling from other funds that are available. MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. LITKOWIEC to reallocate the $60,152 to the Kohl’s Food Store site project and direct DPW Director Lange to begin the investigation of the ADA compliance within City Hall.  On the roll call vote, Alderpersons Mikolajczak, Otto, Litkowiec and Pavlic voted “aye”.  Alderperson Schissel voted “no”.  Motion carried.

2. Discussion and appropriate action regarding Release and Settlement Agreement by and among Time Warner Entertainment Company L.P. and the “Municipalities”.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to accept agreement.  Motion carried unanimously.

3. Discussion and appropriate action regarding Utility Easement Agreement between Verizon Wireless and City of Cudahy.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK  to approve easement.  Motion carried unanimously.

Director of Economic Development Director asked for approval of the two programs and along with John Antaramian of Emerging Communities Corporation, gave an overview of the two projects.  It was noted that once the rental unit fees are put into affect by ordinance, the Neighborhood Inspection Program will pay for itself.  The only unknown costs would be unforeseen IT needs and items to that effect.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to approve the creation of a Rehabilitation Loan Program for an amount not to exceed $15,000 to be paid for by TIF 1.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. SCHISSEL to approve Neighborhood Inspection Program not to exceed $5,000. Alderperson’s motion to refer the matter to the Rules, Laws & License Committee died for lack of second.  On the roll call vote, Alderpersons Mikolajczak, Schissel, Litkowiec and Pavlic voted “aye”.  Alderperson Otto voted “no”.  Motion carried.

10. Action on items discussed in closed session, if applicable.  City Attorney reported on the foreclosure of Library Square.  He reported that a developer has through the foreclosure process obtained the property that is Library Square.  In one or two weeks there will be a confirmation of sale and a new deed will be given to the new developer.  At the initial approach by the developer it was argued that the original development agreement does not survive.  This City’s 2nd mortgage does not survive, but it has been our contention that the development agreement issued to the Redmans does survive and indeed it has.  With the new development agreement it gives the City leeway for the development of that property.  Property taxes will be paid if this agreement is approved starting December of 2014 whether development begins on that site or not.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. LITKOWIEC to approve the CDA Recommendation recommending that the Council approve the proposed revised Development Agreement involving Library Square.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.
