2. Discussion and appropriate action regarding application of Eric S. Anderson for peddler license for The Window Store Home Improvements, Inc.  MOTION BY GREG WITKOWSKI, SECOND BY ALD. BARTOSHEVICH to approve pending background check.  Motion carried unanimously.
