MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS OF THE CITY OF CUDAHY HELD AT THE MUNICIPAL BUILDING, 5050 S. LAKE DRIVE, CUDAHY, WI ON 

MONDAY, March 30, 2009 

ROLL CALL

The Meeting was called to order by Ald Mikolajczak at 6:34 P.M. with the following answering “present” to roll call: Ald Mikolajczak, Ald Otto, Mary Jo Lange, Willie Lohr and Jack Puetz.   Steve Vandervest, excused. 
Proper open meeting statement was made at this time.
The minutes of the February 23,2009 meeting were approved with the following correction.  The minutes identified Craig Faucett as present at the meeting.  Mr. Faucett was not and the minutes will changed to reflect that.. Motion made by Member Puetz  seconded by Lohr.  All voted in favor.
Discussion & Appropriate Action to Install a Street Light near the Intersection  of Illinois and Somers Avenues.
The Condo association asked Ald. Otto if the City could install a street light at the end of Illinois Avenue just before you enter their property.  DPW Director Lange informed the Board that the City’s street light system is several hundred feet away and the cost of installing a City light pole would be around Cost $6000.  At the end of Illinois within the City right of way is a power pole.  It may be possible that a WE Energy’s street light could be installed on that pole.  The cost of the installation is usually included in the annual maintenance fee agreement with the City.  The City is served by other WE Energy street lights and the City pays an annual fee for those lights.  All the Board members went out and looked at it and stated that a light was a good idea and since it’s in the City right of way it would be no different than anywhere else in the community where there are street lights.  
It was therefore moved by member Ald. OTTO and seconded by member Puetz that a street light should be installed and that public works staff notify we energies to install.  All voted in favor.
Discussion and Appropriate Action for the Award of the Northeast Storm Sewer Project Phase I, Project 2808
For the next several items regarding the award of the projects for the Northeast Storm Sewer  DPW Director Lange familiarized the Board with the project.  The Northeast Stormwater project will eliminate structure flooding in the area around the 3800 & 3900 blocks of Squire, Plankinton, Cudahy, and Armour.  The project is necessary because during heavy periods of rain several homes get flooded.  This flooding also contributes to sanitary sewer back-ups as floor drains and drain tiles flood with surface water.  Normally, there is a natural “flood” route that protects a property owner on an urbanized street from street flooding, however, there is a large gully on these streets that precludes this from occurring and when the street begins to flood it floods into the basement of many of the surrounding homes.  The City could find itself liable for future flooding events since the standard protection is to provide a 100 year flood route.  
The staff broke the project up into four bids to attract more bidders and get more competitive prices.  Lange said they had a lot of bidders and all the projects were well under budget.  
It was therefore moved by member Lohr and seconded by member ald. ottoto recommend to the Council to award the Northeast Storm Sewer Project phase i, project 2808, and tunnel alternate to globe contractors in the amount of $1,916,960 with a 15% contingency.  All voted in favor
Discussion and Appropriate Action for the Award of the Northeast Storm Sewer Project Phase II, Project 2807

It was therefore moved by member Lohr seconded by member puetz to recommend to the Council to award the Northeast Storm Sewer Project phase iI, project 2807 to reesmans excavating in the amount of $283,702 with a 15% contingency.  All voted in favor
Discussion and Appropriate Action for the Award of the Northeast Storm Sewer Project Phase III, Project 2806.

It was therefore moved by member puetz seconded by member Ald Otto to recommend to the Council to award the Northeast Storm Sewer Project phase iII, project 2806 to wilkomm excavating in the amount of $1,391,375 with a 15% contingency.  All voted in favor
Discussion and Appropriate Action for the Award of the Street Reconstruction Project # 1, Project 2809.

It was therefore moved by member puetz seconded by member lohr to recommend to the Council to award the street reconstruction #1, project 2809 to lalonde construction in the amount of $ 337,444 with a 15% contingency. All voted in favor
Discussion & Review of Proposed Changes to the Sidewalk Replacement Ordinance #8.04.

This discussion regarding ordinance changes was discussed at length at the February meeting.  The Board at that time asked staff to bring back a revised ordinance showing the requested changes. The changes require individuals doing sidewalk or driveway replacement within the right of way to meet specified standards. DPW Director Lange told the Board that all the changes discussed and requested were in bold on an attached ordinance.  This will then be forwarded onto the City Attorney and approved from thereon.  
It was therefore moved by member Ald Otto, seconded by member puetz to approve the changes to the ordinance and refer it to the city attorney.  All voted in favor
Discussion of LED Street Lighting

Member Ald Mikolajczak asked the Board their interest in pursuing an LED street light project.  Lange explained to the Board that the department continually looks at newer technology but at the present time there are some issues regarding LED for street lighting.  Lange suggested that staff get more information and the cost benefit of these street lights before spending money on it.  

Item was for discussion only.

Discussion and Approp0riate Action Regarding the Resolution to Support the Alliance of Cities Request to Use the Federal Stimulus Money for Local Infrastructure Through Less Restrictive Funding Sources.

Lange said that the Mayor requested that resolution included in their packets be discussed at the Board meeting and urged their support.  The Alliance of Cities is a lobbying group for Wisconsin Cities that try to protect Cities from certain legislation.  With the current stimulus funding the State has made it very difficult for municipalities to obtain.  The Alliance of Cities is requesting that the funding go to the local municipalities instead of the State.

It was therefore moved by member LOHR and seconded by member puetz to approve the resolution.  All voted in favor
Motion made to adjourn meeting by Member Ald. Otto and seconded by Lohr.  Meeting adjourned at 7.32 p.m.
