Discussion and appropriate action regarding revocation of Liquor License of Cristie Bonchek (Thirsty Moose) based on the findings and recommendation of the City of Cudahy Rules, Laws & License Committee and any objections filed by the parties and providing for oral argument at the discretion of the Common Council.  Attorney Eisenberg spoke before the Council representing the licensee Cristie Boncheck.  Attorney Adam Stevens spoke before the Council outlining the reasons for revocation.  MOTION BY ALD. SCHISSEL, SECOND BY ALD. LITKOWIEC to accept the findings of the Rules, Laws & License Committee and order revocation of the license of Cristie Boncheck for the Thirsty Moose effective immediately.  Motion carried unanimously.

2. Discussion and appropriate action regarding Plan Commission recommended zoning code change to 17.0346(A) Sexually Oriented Business Overlay District to now read “Principal uses permitted in the underlying basic use district and the PUD Overlay”.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. LITKOWIEC to set this matter for public hearing.  Motion carried unanimously.

3. Discussion and appropriate action regarding awarding of bids submitted for demolition of Iceport structure.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to lay this matter over.  Motion carried unanimously.

4. Discussion and appropriate action regarding CDA Recommendation 2009-02-10-01 regarding special legislation related to economically distressed tax incremental districts.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to support the legislation.  Motion carried unanimously.

5. Discussion and appropriate action regarding CDA Recommendation 2009-02-10-02 regarding amendment to Symbiont Proposal No. 31533.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to approve amendment.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.

6. Discussion and appropriate action regarding MMSD proposed Chapter Changes.  DPW General Manager Lange expressed her opposition to the changes and gave her general comments on how they would impact the City of Cudahy.  No action was taken.

7. Discussion and appropriate action for the City to enter into a contract with R.A. Smith National to prepare a LOMAR (Letters of Map Amendment Requirements) to remove Creekside Condos from the Floodplain.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to approve contract.  Motion carried unanimously.

8. Discussion and appropriate action for the City to amend the contract wit h Ayres Associates to provide construction staking and inspection for the Edgerton Ave. construction project.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to approve amendment to contract not to exceed $13,000.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.

9. Discussion and appropriate action regarding the wetland mitigation on the Edgerton Ave. project.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to approve the purchase of .97 acres of wetland through the DNR approved land bank at a cost of $38,950.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.

10.Discussion and appropriate action regarding the purchase of road salt for 2009-2010 season.  DPW General Manager Lange reviewed the cost of increased application of road salt at this time.  She explained that the deadline for the purchase date of the salt is March 20, 2008 in order to take advantage of the State Salt Bid process.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to approve the purchase of 2,000 tons of salt at an estimated cost of $48.00 per ton.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.
