Item No. 1 and Item No. 2 of New Business and Ordinance No. 1 were taken out of agenda order at this time.

NEW BUSINESS:  
1. Discussion and appropriate action regarding presentation by Virchow Krause of City of Cudahy’s 2008 Financial Statement.  Don Villione of Virchow Krause was present and made his presentation.  He reported that the financial audit went very well and that the financial condition is better then it was then when the year started with good operating results.  The economic downturn had a dramatic impact on the interest earnings and the City had to deal with severe weather conditions during 2008.  Despite this, the financial condition of the City turned out better then the previous year.  He went on to explain what is involved with the audit process and reviewed the financial highlights.  Discussion ensued.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK to receive audit and place on file.  

2. Consideration of “Resolution No. 6546 Approving an Amendment to the Project Plan of Tax Incremental District No. 1, City of Cudahy, Wisconsin”.  Phil Cosson of Ehlers and Associates was present and gave an explanation of the process involved with the amendment. He noted that a public hearing was held on May 12, 2009 before the Community Development Authority.  The CDA approved the Resolution and if it is approved by the Common Council it will then move on to the Joint Review Board for approval.  He noted that the boundaries of the district are not being amended nor are the projects being amended within the district.  What is being amended are the projects that can be paid with increment that occur outside of the boundaries of the tax increment district within a ½ mile radius.  Mr. Cosson then gave a review of the project plan.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD LITKOWIEC to approve Resolution No. 6546 Approving an Amendment to the Project Plan of Tax Incremental District No. 1.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.

ORDINANCES

1.  Ordinance No. 2111.2 entitled “An Ordinance Amending Section 8.04(3) of the City of Cudahy Municipal Code, Regarding Sidewalk, Curb Side, and Gutter Installation When New Streets are Added or Existing Streets Replaced”.  Asked that if sidewalks were going to be put in it would be done at a time when it would be conducive to the neighbors allow for plans that would work for the neighbors and possibly look at buying a house or two that have such close setbacks.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to amend Ordinance No. 2111.2 under section 1 in 2nd sentence strike the word “shall” and replace with the word “may”.  Alderpersons Otto, Likowiec and Otto voted “aye”.  Alderpersons Mikolajczak and Schissel voted “no”.  Motion carried.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to adopt Ordinance No. 2111.2 as amended.  On the roll call vote, Alderpersons Otto, Litkowiec and Pavlic voted “aye”.  Alderpersons Mikolajczak and Schissel voted “no”.  Motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS
1. Discussion and appropriate action to award the bid for the Street Reconstruction #2 – Morris/Mallory area (low bid for asphalt Payne & Dolan $872,662 and low bid for concrete Stark Asphalt Company $1,017,293); decision regarding using concrete pavement or asphalt pavement and decision on who pays the extra cost.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to award contract to Stark Asphalt Co. for $1,017,293 plus 15% contingency fee.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to lay over the decision on who pays the extra cost after exact costs are calculated.  On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.

2. Discussion and appropriate action regarding Mallory/Morris Improvement project regarding sidewalks.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to lay over to the Call of the Chair.  Motion failed.  Discussion ensued regarding sidewalk installation.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. SCHISSEL to approve project with sidewalks to be put in at the discretion of the City Engineer.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to refer this item to legal counsel for written opinion.  On the roll call vote, Alderpersons Schissel, Otto, Litkowiec and Pavlic voted “aye”.  Alderperson Mikolajczak voted “no”.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

3. Discussion and appropriate action to award bid for the Landscape Streetscape Maintenance Project to KEI for 22 events for a low bid of $46,966.  Mayor McCue explained that the total includes payments by the TIF of $25,168; the General Fund is going to pay $19,488 and the Water Utility is going to pay $2,310.  Discussion ensued.  MOTION BY ALD. PAVLIC, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to approve bid of KEI for $46,966.  On the roll call vote, Alderpersons Otto, Litkowiec and Pavlic voted “aye”.  Alderpersons Mikolajczak and Schissel voted “no”.  Motion carried.

4. Authorize the setting of public hearing for reallocation of Community Development Block Grant funds from the ADA bathroom project to the Kohl’s Food Store site.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to set public hearing.  Motion carried unanimously.
