ROLL CALL

Chairman Harry Savagian called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM with the following members present:  Harry Savagian, Jim Hooper, Glen Walters and Will Kaszuba. Kathy Wojtysiak and Neil Jensen were absent and excused. Alternate member Randy Pheifer filled in for absent and excused Secretary Neil Jenson.
OPEN MEETING STATEMENT

The proper open meeting statement was read.

Notice was given that petitioners will be given 10 minutes to make a presentation in support of their request before the Board.  The supporters, if any would like to be heard, shall not exceed 20 minutes.  All petitioners shall step up to the microphone and identify themselves and give their addresses before speaking.  At the conclusion of statements from the audience the Board of appeals shall deliberate in open session toward a decision.  Only members of the Board shall speak at that time and no further comments from the public shall be allowed.
APPEAL NO. 1:  To hear the appeal of Nathan Butts, 3502 E. Allerton Ave. 
Type or Building Use: Residential   Zoning: RS-2 Key No: 590-0329
Lot Size: 42 x 118  

Requested Variance:  Hallway width of 34” to allow for usable space and to match existing hallways and space. 
The reason for denial of approval/permit is as follows:  

Cudahy Municipal Code Sec: 14.09 Scope and Uniform Dwelling Code Expanded
Not withstanding Wis. Adm. Code Com ss20.05, the scope of the Wisconsin Uniform Dwelling Code is revised to include for the purposes of the chapter:


Additions, alterations and major equipment replacements for 1 and 2 family dwellings built prior to June 1, 1980.  Because such projects are not under State jurisdiction, petitions for variance and final appeals under Com mss 20.19 and 20.21, respectively, shall be decided by the Municipal Board of Appeals.

Comm 21.035 Interior Circulation, (2) Hallways.

(a) Except as allowed under par. (b), the clear width of hallways shall be at least 36 inches.

(b) The following are not allowed to infringe on the required clear width of the hallway:

1. Door hardware and finish trim.

2. Handrails may infringe into the minimum width of the hallway up to 4 ½ “ on each side.

3. Heating registers may infringe into the minimum width of the hallway up to 4 ½” and no part of the register may be more than 38” above the floor.
4. Ducts, pipes, light fixtures, structural features and corner treatments that are within 84 inches of the floor may infringe into the minimum width of hallway by a maximum of 4 ½” on each side.

Nathan Butts appeared before the board to present his arguments.  Mr. Butts explained that the age of the home did not lend itself to living space and is requesting a variance for 2 ¼” inches for the hallway width. MOTION MADE BY WILL KASZUBA, SECOND BY JAMES HOOPER to approve the variance of 2 ¼”, therefore the width of the hallway will be 33 ¾” in width.  Motion carried.
