2. Discussion & Action regarding a request from Samanos restaurant for a 6’ by 14’ encroachment into the Plankinton Avenue right of way.  Mike Peine represented Samanos.  Samanos is requesting a 14’x6’ encroachment onto the Plankinton right of way.  Director Lange again reminder the Board that the City should not be allowing any permanent encroachment into the right of way because the right of way belongs to and is for the purpose of the general public.  Encroachments present issues for utilities, roadway construction and maintenance.  Motion made by Lohr seconded by Clark to approve encroachment with the condition that the work gets completed within one year of their approval.  Puetz abstained, all others voted in favor.
3. Discussion & Award of the 2011 Asphalt Paving Improvements contract to Payne & Dolan in the amount of $ 434,977.  Lange outlined the roadways that would be resurfaced this year.  She stated that the City advertised and received three competitive bids.  She also shared with the Board a breakdown of the funding available for the project.  The low bid was from Payne & Dolan.  Motion made by Lohr to award the 2011 Asphalt Paving Improvement Project to Payne & Dolan in the amount of $ 434,977, seconded by Bartoshevich.  All voted in favor.
4. Update on the Sanitary & Storm Water rates (From Finance).  Director Lange gave an update on the financing plan and rate increases recommended for the sanitary and storm water utilities.  No action needed.
5. Project Updates

· Packard Avenue Utility Relays

· 2010/2011 Hazardous Sidewalk Program

· College Avenue – Packard to Pennsylvania

· College Avenue – Pennsylvania to Howell
Director Lange gave the Board an update on the projects.  No action needed.

6. Committee Requests for future agenda items – The Board  requested an update on the Ramsey Avenue railroad tracks. This request was made at the last meeting but was not on the agenda to discuss at this meeting.
Motion made by Puetz, seconded by Lohr to adjourn.
