OLD BUSINESS

1. Discussion and appropriate action regarding retaining legal counsel regarding Library Square foreclosure litigation.  CDA Chair Sara Eberhardy reported on the three proposals received and recommended retaining Mawicke & Goisman, Connor, Mann & Kaylis and Laidlaw out of Kenosha. MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. OTTO to approve recommendation of the CDA to retain Mawicki & Goisman, S.C.  On the roll call vote, motion carried 
NEW BUSINESS:  
1. Discussion and appropriate action regarding Mallory/Morris Improvement project.  No action taken.
2. Discussion and appropriate action to award the bid for the Street Reconstruction #2 – Morris/Mallory area.  Public Works Director explained that the City still needs to bond the money for the city’s capital improvement fund and this item needs to be referred to the Finance Committee.  Alderperson Otto addressed the concerned residents present regarding timing of project and ADA compliance.  Director Lange explained that the street reconstruction was bid with a concrete alternate.  Both storm sewer and reconstruction bids were taken at the same time.  She explained that the prices on both concrete and asphalt were so close that the City needs to make a decision on cost benefit of concrete vs. asphalt. She also stated that a Resolution for financing should be done before awarding project.  The City has the funds in the storm water utility for the sewer project.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to award bid as submitted on the preliminary assessment contingent upon Common Council approving the Resolution for reimbursement.  There was discussion regarding the issue of sidewalks being required by ordinance.  City Attorney Eberhardy recommended that the question of sidewalks should go to Rules, Laws & License Committee to explore whether or not exceptions should be written into our ordinances.  Discussion ensued.  Ald. Pavlic recommended that the Rules, Laws & License Committee make the modification to the ordinance. MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. SCHISSEL to lay this item over until the next Common Council meeting after review by Finance Committee and Rules, Laws & License.    Ald. Mikolajczak, Schissel and Pavlic voted “aye”.  Ald. Otto and Litkowiec voted “no”.  Motion carried.
3. Discussion and appropriate action regarding setting the summer Common Council meetings for the first Tuesdays of June, July and August.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. LITKOWIEC to set the summer meetings for June 2, 2009; June 30, 2009; July 7, 2009 and August 4, 2009.  Motion carried unanimously.

4. Discussion and appropriate action regarding overtime and compensatory time reports.  No action taken.

5. Discussion and appropriate action to award the bid for the Storm Sewer Project.  Public Works Director Lange distributed bid information and recommended lowest bid of $274,753.60 to Reeseman’s Excavating & Grading for Project #2811.  MOTION BY ALD. OTTO, SECOND BY ALD. PAVLIC to approve low bid of Reeseman’s Excavating & Grading for Project #2811 in the amount of $274,753.60 with a 15% contingency.  Motion carried unanimously.

6. Discussion and appropriate action to award the bid for the City Garage Underground Storage Tank.  MOTION BY ALD. MIKOLAJCZAK, SECOND BY ALD. SCHISSEL to approve low bid of US Petroleum Equipment in the amount of $55,740. On the roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.
